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Junior Section: Students are better at talking about personal experiences and making lonks to contemporary issues than talking about the story they are writing about. Grammatically weak in relation to Black Cat Junior Section.
Senior Section: The essays mostly deal with the plot of the stories rather than reading in-death. Students are kenn to state an opinion without giving evidence to support their argument.
